Undertake data analysis and quality assurance of metocean/oceanographic/water quality survey datasets and provide interpretation of results to clients.
Prepare survey cost estimates.
Prepare proposals and costings for the provision of consultancy advice.
Contribute to R&D activities, including developing new monitoring techniques. 
Contribute to marketing materials, including presentations, case studies, track records and white papers.
Attend and present at conferences both in the UK and internationally to share knowledge and expertise with the wider industry.
